▫ Register your home address in Germany at the Residents' Registration O�ce.
▫ Book an appointment at the competent foreigners authority.
▫ Ask the foreigners authority for a list of the required documents and start the preparation.
▫ Apply for residence permit for the purpose of a recognition partnership (Section 16d (3) of the Residence

Act [AufenthG]).
▫ Fees may add up to €100 (Sections 45 �. of the Residence Ordinance [AufenthV]).
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CHECK THE REQUIREMENTS

▫ Prepare the required documents: e.g. employment contract, passport, proof of higher education 
qualification or vocational qualification, proof of German language skills, visa application form; if 
necessary: "Erklärung zum Beschäftigungsverhältnis" (Declaration of Employment) form filled out by 
the employer including the annex.

▫ Bring documents in their entirety.
▫ Fees: €75 (in local currency).

▫ Issuance of the entry visa for the purpose of employment within the framework of a recognition
partnership.

▫ Book �ight / plan journey to Germany.

▫ Qualification:
▪ State-recognized (in regard to the country of origin) higher education quali�cation or vocational

quali�cation (in case of vocational quali�cation: minimum vocational training duration of 2 years).
▪ Submit application for information from the O�ce for Foreign Education (ZAB) for this purpose.

▫ Concrete job o�er or valid employment contract in the aspired profession.
▫ Written agreement between employer and skilled worker on carrying out the aspired recognition

partnership.
▫ Proof of German language skills: at least level A2 (CEFR).

Please consider: during the visa procedure, approval of the Federal Employment Agency (BA) is generally obtained. This 
includes the assessment of whether the employer is suited for vocational or further training.

Please consider: in order for an entry visa to be issued, proof of valid health insurance coverage must be presented. 
After entering Germany, new health insurance must be taken out.
